Making a Tier 4 visa application (in or out of UK)

Applicants are advised to ensure that they meet all UKVI requirements (e.g. proof of sufficient
maintenance funds) and understand the process (e.g. a CAS can only be used once and is valid for 6
months) prior to application. It is advised that applications are made as soon as the CAS is received

Change in circumstance / Reporting activity to HEE

Both the Tier 4-sponsored Doctor and the Foundation School are responsible for reporting any change in
circumstance/Tier 4 activity to HEE within 7 days of the event/change occurring, especially if the Doctor:

has a change in circumstance (including change of name etc.)

does not turn up for their first day of shadowing/ Foundation Programme (FP)
rearranges their shadowing/ FP start date

requests/moves to another Foundation School

has a change to the length of the FP
